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With Lent well on the way, for those of you who have decided to
give up something, or indeed to take up something new, or to
improve on something, | wonder how it is going? This is not to
ascertain how well, or not, you are doing, but simply to take
stock of your journey so far, since Ash Wednesday. It is not a
reminder that we are worthless, miserable sinners. It is a
reminder that we are fearfully and wonderfully made. It is a
reminder that we are loved completely by the one who created us. Cradled in His
love from the beginning of our existence until the end of time, we are invited to turn
away from all that stops us accepting that love. Entering into the drama of Ash
Wednesday, stripping back the extraneous bits we gather and by which we define
ourselves, allows us to fully immerse ourselves in the period of reflection and
growth offered by Lent. Believe the Gospel. Believe that you are worthy of love
because you are made in the image of God, who is love itself.

Holy Week will be soon upon us, and the Resurrection will meet us wherever we
are. It confronts us with the reality that we will never measure up to the level of
love displayed by God, through the death and resurrection of Jesus. It is often said
that in a relationship love is not equal, as one always loves the other more. In our
relationship with God, his love for us is not equal, as we would not be able to
reciprocate it. His love is beyond measure, and Easter is an expression of the
ultimate gesture of love towards humankind. Also, we cannot fully comprehend it.

As the English theologian H. A. Williams says in his book True Resurrection
AThe source of our confidence cannot
faith in resurrection. And resurrection ceases to be resurrection and becomes no
more than another example of human banality, a futile extravaganza, once it is
pinned down in a definition. We can experience resurrection at first hand, but we
have no concepts, no words, no linguistic forms, in which we can set it out with
anything approaching adequacyé We <ca
between the lines. For resurrection is God creating, and that passes infinitely
beyond the range of our conceptual linguistic machinery. If we think we have
successfully nailed resurrection to the wall, then we are worshipping an idol, and
when it is shown up for what it i s,
when it is shown and if the reality is ultimately indescribable, that is not only
because it infinitely transcends us, but also because it encompasses us, informing
everything we are as the water infor

My prayer is that at Easter you encounter God, and that the Resurrection
transforms and renews your life afresh. Out of the ultimate act of love, we are
redeemed and saved. Have a truly blessed Easter.

This set me thinking about what the story might mean.

The man who came to Jesus was a scholar, an educated man, seeking to learn from
a Rabbi whom he admired and considered a worthy teacher.  If we look at the
profession/working life of the other disciples we see a great range of people:
Nicodemus a Pharisee and a member of The Sanhedrin, fishermen like Andrew and
Simon Peter, tax collector like Matthew, women, and so on.

Those who followed in the way of Christ, Christians, were, and are, a very mixed
bunch of people from all walks of life, all recognising that Jesus is the Son of God
and the Messiah. There is a point and a purpose in following in his way.

Jesusbd response to someone who want
think about it, Jesus was describing himself as an itinerant preacher, someone who
travelled from place to place. He was not the sort of Teacher/ Rabbi who sat in one
particular synagogue delivering his teachings. Just as Jesus welcomed people from
all backgrounds he would travel and meet them where they were: a life of mission
and outreach.

He was stressing that it was not a comfortable life. It would have its difficulties as
well as its good moments.

We are to be reminded that Jesus is not contained by the walls of buildings. Yes
he taught in synagogues and in the Temple buildings but he took the message
beyond walls. It could be difficult and it could be successful and it could be
enjoyable.

Think about it.

WHERE DID THE EASTER BUNNY AND EASTER EGGS COME FROM?

The Easter bunny is a gentle figure of folklore, which seems to have first come
from the German Lutherans. They depicted him as a rabbit who brought coloured
Easter eggs to children. The idea of an egg-giving hare went over to the US in the
18™ century, when Protestant German immigrants in the Pennsylvania Dutch area
told their children about the O0Oster
|l egend, only good children found 't he
nests that they had made in their caps and bonnets before Easter.

The Easter bunny became a prominent symbol of Easter. Rabbits, prolific
procreators, are an ancient symbol of new life. Easter eggs are said to represent
Jesusd6 emergence from the tomb and

Decorating Easter eggs dates back to at least the 13" century. One possible
reason for the custom was that in those days eggs were forbidden during the
Lenten season. So people would paint and decorate them to mark the end of
the period of penance and fasting, and then eat them on Easter as a
celebration.

HAPPY BIRTHDAY, MANCHESTER CITY!

Manchester City Football Club, top of the pile in the Premier League last
season and now in the running for more honours, was founded 125 years ago,
on 16" April 1894 7 as a reorganised church team.

27" April: TERTULLIAN - the fierce firebrand of the Early Church

Tertullian was born in Carthage, North Africa, about 155 AD. He had pagan
parents and his father may have been a centurion. Carthage was a prestigious
Roman colony and Tertullian was given a good education in Greek, Latin, literature,
history and philosophy. On arrival in Rome, Tertullian probably worked as a
lawyer.

In Rome, he also enjoyed visits to the arena, to see gladiators kill each other and
Christians devoured by lions. However, Tertullian grew impressed with the
Christians; by their courage, and willingness to die for their belief in one God. He
was also moved by their compassion for the poor, the orphans and widows, and how
they prayed for their persecutors. In AD 185, he converted, and married a Christian
woman.

On Tertulliands return to Carthage I
defender of Christianity. He wrote in Latin, instead of Greek, and used legal terms
to persuade the Roman establishment to cease its relentless persecution of
Christians. He argued they had a right to a fair trial, instead of just being
condemned to death.

Tertullian advocated that Christianity should stand uncompromisingly against the
surrounding culture. He addressed a whole range of issues, from appropriate dress
and marriage, to idolatry, repentance and baptism. He also wrote essays on prayer
and devotion. Tertullian used the Scriptures to refute heresies, especially
Gnosticism, which was a major threat to the Church at the time.

His prolific works are full of memorable phrases, puns and wit. While he could be
gentle, sensitive, self-critical and reflective, he could also be aggressive and
sarcastic. He devised the term New Testamenand introduced the words penitence
and sacrament His most famous statement was: "The blood of martyrs is the seed
of the Church".

Late in life, Tertullian sadly decided that Jesus and the Holy Spirit were not
wholly equal with the Father. This was Montanism, one of the early Christian
heresies. Although he coined the word Trinity, a word that does not appear
anywhere in the Bible, sadly he did not mean a triune God, but a group of three.
This was heresy, and so the Early Church was not able to recognise him as a saint.

OLD AS TAXES

NEW CODE OF PRACTICE ON ECUMENICAL COOPERATION APPROVED

The General Synod has given overwhelming backing to new guidance which will
help Church of England congregations to share mission and ministry more easily
with a range of churches in their areas.

Members voted in February in favour of a code of practice giving guidance to
bishops, clergy, lay workers and Church of England Readers on how to work more
flexibly with other Christian denominations in their communities.

The vote came after an overhaul of rules underpinning ecumenical relations was
given final approval by the General Synod last year, opening the way for parishes to
take part in joint worship and share buildings with more churches than previously
possible.

The new rules include churches without a large national presence which will
particularly affect newer independent evangelical, Pentecostal and Charismatic
groups, including many black-led churches.

The Bishop of Chichester, Martin Warner, addressing the General Synod, said:
ifnWe hope and pray that this wild/l be
will lead to the renewal and deepening of our life together and our witness to Jesus
Christ. o

CHURCH OF ENGLAND COMMITS TO NEXT GENERATION EVANGELISM

The Church of England's General Synod has overwhelmingly called for action
with regard to the future of youth evangelism in England, describing the current
situation in churches as 'shocking'.

Canon Mark Russell, Chief Executive of the Church Army, revealed that 36% of
Anglican congregations have no one under the age of. Meanwhile only 6% of
Church of England churches have more than 25 under 16-year-olds, and most of
these are younger children.

The challenges are particularly acute for teenagers, with many churches having
none.

Yet research suggests 13% of teenagers identify as Christian and many respond
positively to the Anglican faith.

The Revd Leah Vasey-Saunders said her journey to be a vicar was a direct result
