Features of the new chairs:

o They stack (up to 10 in a stack or 25 on a special dolley)

o They link together at floor level, making them safe and compliant with current
regulations

o They are lightweight

o They are upholstered — for comfort and looking good

o The upholstery is wipe-clean

o They come with and without arms, so all the chairs will match

o The chrome finish is an upgrade and will not scratch (like the chairs in the hall)

We will recognise the sponsors of the new chairs in a memorial book / list which will
be displayed in church — you can donate either in memory of someone or as an
individual donation.
